Gary Hunt of Macedonia 
Baptist Church in Longview, Texas is 
one of those volunteers.  He serves with 
a Clean-up and Recovery Unit.  Gary 
and other volunteers share the hope of 
Jesus as they assist disaster victims by 
removing trees and other storm debris 
from their homes.  Here is Gary’s story.

“Our unit was deployed to Vidor, 
Texas after hurricane Rita.  We worked 
on a mobile home and one of our 
volunteers injured his knee and had to 
be hospitalized in Beaumont.  When we 
went to visit him we met the E.R. nurse 
on duty and she told us about her parents’ 
home needing trees removed.  When 

we left I told her we would try to get to 
it, but you could tell she really didn’t 
expect to see or hear from us again.  

“The next morning we called her to get 
directions to her parents’ home.  She 
broke into tears on the phone because 
she couldn’t believe we were going to 
help her and her folks.  We arrived and 
began our work and after a full day of 
cutting and removing trees from their 
yard, house and garage we went inside 
their home to pray with them before we 
left.  Inside we found the father was in 
bad health and confined to a wheelchair.  
He told us he was weak in his faith and 
unsure of his salvation.  We prayed with 
him and he was sure about his salvation 
when we left.  What a blessing to see 
God at work.  It’s my desire to share 
Jesus with everyone we encounter and 
my prayer that they see Christ in us 
through our actions as well as our words.”
