deep depression. Mrs. A’s marriage 
was in trouble. Communication 
was either non-existent or involved 
only quarreling. The entire family 
was affected. Mrs. A went to 
Nahnum Church, where Jee-
Young An is the planter/pastor. 
She had a desperate heart and felt 
hopeless. She could not see how her 
husband could change. She began 
to attend a Bible study and came 
to understand God’s true comfort 
and peace. Her husband’s attitude 
is slowly changing; her daughter’s 
resentment has diminished to the 
point where she has forgiven her 
father. Mrs. A is walking with the 
Lord full of hope!

Life can be hard and messy, even 
for those who may know Christ as 
Lord and Savior. In 2 Corinthians 
1:3-11, Paul writes about his 
hardships and sufferings which 
were such that he “despaired even 
of life” (V.8). The confidence that 
Paul expresses, however, is that all 
these things happened so that he 
and his companions would “not 
rely on ourselves but on God, who 
raises the dead” (V.9), and so they 
could also “comfort those in any 
trouble with the comfort” they had 
received from God (V.4). Thank 
God that Mrs. A’s and our trials 
and troubles are never wasted!
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
